Day 1 - The Fleurieu Peninsula

Welcome to Day 1 of RA2005. Today we are heading south east to McLaren Vale for a winery stop,
then onto Victor Harbor for lunch. In your day 1 package, you will have a handout on Victor Harbor that
includes a map; this will help you find your way around the town.

After Victor Harbor we’ll travel west around some more of the Fleurieu Peninsula, then north back
towards Adelaide, via Yankalilla Bay.

1 - THIS IS NOT A RACE, the speed limit will be adhered to; any car that travels ahead of the day trip
leaders’ is NOT considered part of the event. Speed cameras and police are prevalent in SA. Stupid
and dangerous behaviour will not be tolerated.

2 - COURTESY, please be courteous to those drivers who obviously like to travel quicker than others, do
not hold them up. Please let them pass, and then everyone will be happy. This goes not only for fellow
Pug drivers but just drivers in general on the road.

3 - YOU CRUISE AT YOUR OWN RISK. You are all responsible for your own actions and
consequences; this includes (but not limited too) speed fines, accidents, and any other mishaps.

4 - THE CONVOY. Where possible we drive in a group (or a series of small groups) - the general rule in
any convoy is to ensure you can always see the car behind and the car in front of you. Occasionally red
lights and stops signs will break up the group. Don'’t worry, if practical slow down a little to let people
catch up, but do not hinder other traffic. If someone does get behind they will soon catch up at meet
points (usually 2-4 points or more on any one drive).

INSTRUCTIONS:

The instructions are designed to be as direct as possible; you should not need a road map to find your
way. If you get lost there is always the road map, if you get completely lost even after consulting the
road directory you can try an organiser's mobile number. You'll find some of these numbers at the top of

this page, and on the back of your event pass.

Do NOT lose your pass this will gain you entry into some of the locations, including the final presentation
dinner.

If you break down in some fashion, or need to separate from the group early, please contact one of the
trip leaders or organising committee as soon as possible.

Several people will also have handheld 2 way UHF radios; these are a great way to stay in touch on the
road. Channel 23 is the frequency we often use.

NOTE: You may drive through sets of lights, intersections or roundabouts that are NOT listed/marked on
this instruction sheet. Anytime you need to turn or stop it will be listed and easy to find.
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
